3) Find four uses of alliteration in lines 80-83 of “The Wanderer”. Explain how each reinforces the meaning.
4) What does this poem teach us about suffering? Explain with examples from the text. 
5) Why is understanding a warrior’s relationship to his lord important to appreciating “The Wanderer”?
6) Create five (5) “how” (but not “how many”) or “why” questions about the poem, and answer them with evidence from the text.
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
